The booths remaining open the latest will be in view of 
the Main Stage area.

Artisan Avenue vendors will be open 2:00-7:30 on Friday and 10:00-7:30 on Saturday. If you wish to 
remain open later, you will not be located on Artisan Avenue, but we will group you with other 
handcrafted vendors as possible. 

Please mark your application carefully. To provide the best experience for Festival attendees, early 
departure or dismantling is NOT allowed. You will be required to be open to vend the hours you 
choose.  

Artisan Avenue is reserved for 100% handcrafted vendors only, nothing bought for resell, kits or 
supplies can be sold on Artisan Avenue. If you would like to demonstrate production of your product 
on site, please contact us for more information.

All items, 
tables, displays, chairs and boxes must remain inside your vending area at all times. Nothing can 
block sidewalks or roadways.

Raffles are limited to non-profit/civic groups and must be approved before applying. 

Soliciting/distribution of materials or products outside of allotted vendor space is not allowed. 

Our Vendor Coordinators will contact vendors directly when their application has been
approved for the event. Until you are contacted, you are not approved. 

No food items may be sold or given away. Baked goods for and canned foods for sale are accepted on
a limited basis. If you are applying for a baked goods or canned food booth, please let us know so 
that we can send you the Board of Health requirements.  

Direct Sales vendors are limited to one for each company and each vendor may represent only one 
company.

Electricity and water are not available.  

Upon acceptance to the Festival, you will receive set-up information and additional guidelines for 
participation. Vendor check-in begins at 10 am on Friday, May 15th. Vendors must be set up and ready
30 minutes prior to show opening both days. 

Please provide a cell phone number on the application for text alerts in the event of approaching bad 
weather. 

The Poke Salat Festival is an outside event, held rain or shine. No refunds are given.

Security: Overnight security is not provided. The Festival promoters, Downtown Association, 
Merchants, Chamber of Commerce, City of and Festival sponsors assume no responsible for damage, 
theft, or loss of items.
