ORDINANCE NO. 2010 - 6
AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE CITY OF ARAB’S FARMER’S MARKET.


WHEREAS, the City of Arab desires to promote local farmers and provide a safe, clean environment for which they can gather to sell their produce or other products raised on their farm; 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARAB, ALABAMA AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE:  Market Advisory Committee.
The Mayor shall appoint and establish a three member Market Advisory Committee.  The members shall consist of the Park and Recreation Director, one member of the Arab City Council, and one citizen, who shall all serve at the discretion of the Mayor.  The Market Advisory Committee shall manage the regular business operations of the market and will conduct its day to day operations through a Market Manager designated by the committee.  The Market Manager will be charged with the responsibility of supervising the day to day operations of the Market.  The Advisory Committee’s meeting schedule may be obtained through the Market Manager.  
SECTION TWO:  Location.


The Arab Farmer’s Market will, at present, be located at 307 North Main Street, Arab, Alabama  35016.

SECTION THREE:  Hours of Operation
1. The Market will be open for retail sales beginning April 1 and running through November 30.  
2. Market hours will be from 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  

3. Vendors must be set up at the market by 7:00 a.m. and ready to do business when the market opens.  When running late, the vendor should contact the Market Manager.

4. Each seller is expected to have all produce, baked goods, boxes, containers, etc., loaded for removal by 5:00 p.m.

5. The Market Manager will have the authority to change the market schedule on special occasions; however, notice must be given to the Market Advisory Committee beforehand.

6. Market schedule may also be changed depending on availability of seasonal produce.  
SECTION FOUR:  Permits and Fees.

1. No person shall transact any business, as seller or lessee, at or upon the grounds of the Market without first paying for the privilege at the rate hereinafter set forth and obtaining a written lease authorizing him/her to do so.

2. A “Grower’s Permit” must be obtained from the county agent’s office of his/her farm.  Permits must list crops to be grown by grower.

3. A stall is hereby defined as a numbered area at the Farmer’s Market.  Stalls shall be rented by the day, week, month, or season.  Rental of stalls must be made in advance by contacting the Market Manager.  In the event a previously rented stall is vacant at 8:00 a.m., the Market Manager reserves the right to rent the stall to another grower.

4. The rent schedule shall be:

  Rent is payable in advance and is non-refundable

5. For lease purposes, a “season” is described as April 1 thru November 30.

SECTION FIVE:  Regulations.

1. The City of Arab shall have control of the Farmer’s Market property, together with the streets and alleys adjoining same.  
2. Arts and crafts are not permitted for sale at the market unless they have received prior approval by the Market Advisory Committee.  If there are any questions whatsoever about whether an item may be sold at the market, a brief written proposal should be submitted to the Market Advisory Committee for review.
3. No one shall be permitted to sell produce except that which is produced or raised on his/her farm.  For the purpose of the preceding sentence “produce” is defined as eggs, honey, and products which are grown from the soil.
4. Certain home processed foods, (i.e., baked breads, rolls, cookies, cakes, traditional fruit jams, jellies and relishes, candy, spices or herbs, snack foods such as popcorn and peanut brittle), may be sold at the farmers market so long as the consumer is informed by a clearly visible label, tag or placard at the sales location that the food is prepared in a kitchen that is not inspected by a regulatory agency.   This shall not be construed as allowing the sale of low acid foods in hermetically sealed containers (i.e., home canned vegetables) when such food is not prepared in a permitted establishment.  Home processed vegetables cannot be sold at the Farmer’s Market unless it is prepared in a permitted establishment.  

5. It is the responsibility of each producer to abide by all state and federal regulations which govern the production, harvest, preparation, preservation, labeling, or safety of products offered for sale at the market.  Vendors are liable for their own products.  The Market Advisory Committee, City of Arab, Marshall County, and/or the State of Alabama Farmers Market Authority shall not be held accountable for the products offered by vendors.  Product and liability insurance is the responsibility of the producer.  

6. No cooking is permitted within the market area without prior approval by the Market Advisory Committee.

7. The sale of live animals is not allowed at the market.

8. Growers who reside in Marshall County shall have preference over other producers in the renting of stalls.

9. No person shall deface or damage stall or other facilities of the Market.

10. Vendors will be licensed to sell from only one vehicle and must occupy only one space as assigned by the Market Manager, unless an additional space has been approved and payment received.  Maximum vehicle size is a 1-ton pickup truck or van, unless prior arrangements have been made.  
11. No lessee shall sub-let his/her stall or any part thereof.

12. Absolutely no gambling, weapons, or alcoholic beverages are allowed on the premises of the Farmer’s Market.
13. All profane, abusive, discourteous, and boisterous language and/or conduct at, or about, the market area is prohibited.  The commission of any act calculated to insult, harass or offend any other lessee or invitee at or about the Farmer’s Market is prohibited.  Intimidation or coercion of any invitee in the transaction of any business is prohibited.

14. Loitering and idling at the Farmer’s Market or its surrounding premises is prohibited.

15. Solicitation for political campaigns, products, services, or charitable contributions not specifically addressed as a market commodity is not permitted.

16. All lessees and their agents, servants and employees are required to keep their stalls clean and free of debris.
17. All lessees and their agents, servants and employees are required to adhere to keep their stalls clean.
18. Vendors must be sixteen years of age or older.  Younger children are welcome and encouraged to participate, but must be accompanied by an adult responsible for the child’s conduct and safety.  

19. The City may adopt additional rules and regulations as needed for the operation of the Farmer’s Market.

20. All sellers must adhere to all rules and regulations of the Arab Farmer’s Market as well as all other Ordinances of the City of Arab.
SECTION SIX:  Violations and Fines.
1. Upon violations of any of the regulations by any lessee, his agents, servants, or employees, all possessory rights and interests of the lessee are automatically terminated and the lessee together with his goods, chattels, agents, servants, and employees may be expelled and removed from the premises by the City of Arab immediately.  The City of Arab may expel any person for such a period of time as it determines to be just but not to exceed one (1) year, except any person who has been previously expelled from the Market may be permanently expelled from the Farmer’s Market or expelled for a time exceeding one (1) year.  These regulations are subject to change at any time at the discretion of the City of Arab and all such changes shall be effective upon the posting thereof at the Market.

2. For any and every violation of the provisions of this Ordinance, and for each and every day that such violation continues, said violation(s) shall be punishable as a misdemeanor by a fine not to exceed one hundred dollars ($100.00) or by imprisonment for not more than ten (10) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.
